Judging Criteria

Essays will primarily be judged on their content and the best overall use of the
contest theme to describe a life lesson. Some importance to presentation and
mechanics of writing will be considered in judging to the extent that thoughts within
the essay are clearly understood. In instances where content has equal merit, the
essay which is better written or presented will be given a higher score.

Prizes & Winners

Scholarships will be awarded to the top six submitted essays. Amounts are
indicated below. Winners will be recognized by receiving a certificate of recognition
and a scholarship award. Scholarship amounts will be paid in July to the college,
university, tech, or trade school the student will be attending after high school
graduation. Prize awards: 1%t place $2,500, 2™ place $1,500, 3™ place $1,000, 4t
place: $500, 5" place: $500, 6™ place: $500.
